The only problem I had was 

a bad ignition on my 3W-100 engine.  I 

took the ignition off and sent it in to be 

repaired.  While the bad ignition was be-

ing repaired, I borrowed another ignition 

from a friend (Malon Rhodes).  I put it on 

my airplane and took it out to fly it.  Any 

time I replace a major component in an 

airplane, I always do a “range check”.   

Well, the “range check” went OK for the 

first four minutes with the engine running.  

Then the Edge went crazy.  The engine 

went up and down and the servos went all 

over the place, and I was not touching the 

sticks on the transmitter.  With Randy 

Martin holding, I was able to shut the en-

gine down.  We checked the airplane with 

the engine ignition off, and we were still 

having radio problems.   

    After two weeks of trouble shooting the 

radio system, I finally found the problem.  

It was a bad elevator servo.  Yes, the 

servo was feeding back through the radio 

system and was causing the whole radio 

system to (glitch).  Well, I have replaced 

the bad servo and have had no more prob-

lems with the radio system.  I now have 

fourteen flights on the Edge and I hope to 

have many more.  The moral of this story 

is; any time you change a component on 

your model or even if you go fly at a dif-

ferent air field, RANGE CHECK your 
equipment.  If I had just went to the field, 

put my plane together, started it up, and 

took off, I would not be flying my Edge 

today.  This was definitely a “Close Call”.
