Futaba Radio Problem 

by Bill Blakney 
Here is something that happened to me with my Futaba FASST 2.4 GHZ radios.  I have two 6 channel 
2.4 GHZ radios, call them TX 1 and TX 2.  I just recently purchased a new R617FS receiver and found 
I could not link it to TX 2 but I could link it an older R606FS receiver.  My first thought was that the new 
R617FS was bad.  Then I found I could link  the new R617FS to TX 1 so what's going on?  After some 
research I realized here is what happened.  I had recently left TX 2 on and let the battery go dead.  TX 
2 did not lose its programming so I assumed it was OK but apparently  the coding has been set back to 
all zeros.  The newer R617FS receivers will not link to all zeros but the older R606FS and R607FS re-
ceivers will.  Also the transmitter can lose it's coding if turn the transmitter power switch on then off 
without giving it time to boot up.  So if you only have your transmitter linked to an older receiver like 
the R606FS or R607FS , you had better check it with a newer model receiver.  If this happens to two 
people, you will interfere with each other. 

  
I sent an email to Futaba Services asking about the cost to reprogram the transmitter.  That resulted in 
them sending me a prepaid UPS label to ship it to them so guess it will be reprogrammed for free.
